God or the Relativity of Mercy
It is a very short and uncomplicated story, containing only a theme, question and moral 

THEME: The psalmist talks about God (Psalm 136, 10 – 15): 

who smote Egypt in their first-born;
for His mercy endureth for ever.
And overthrew Pharaoh and his host in the Red Sea;

for His mercy endureth for ever.

A QUESTION: What do Egypt and Pharaohs think about God’s mercy?
A MORAL: Mercy and beneficence cannot be enjoyed by everybody. Egypt serves as an example.
