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TO THE sound of a double bass, figures, faces and landscapes emerge from a giant roll of corrugated paper as it is slowly unwrapped by invisible puppeteers.
It's an amazing technique but the paper puppets look rather battered, the narrative is unclear and the tone of this piece of Polish puppetry is altogether too dark and gloomy for 11 in the morning. 
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
